The Utz plastic pallet is made of high-
grade polyethylene and is resistant to
all commonly used acids and alkalis.
This material enables easy recycling and
ensures impact resistance, particularly in cold
applications.
The integral tubular-steel inserts enable the pallet to be used
in high bay racking with an evenly distributed load of 1000 kg.
